Re: Naming of Patch Street Trail

The Director of Public Works and Engineering Department staff recommends that the
naming of the Patch Street Trail be named the “Heartland Trail”. The 3.8 mile segment is
an integral part of the Stevens Point bike route system and is a better bicycling facility
based on bicycle planning criteria for accessibility, directness and continuity based on
the Wisconsin Bicycle Planning Guidance Manual and the Guide for the Development
of Bicycling Facilities.

The “Rail Trail” is an excellent walking and bicycling loop that offers historical glimpses
into local railroading and its past in Stevens Point. It does not work well as a bicycling
highway. Its circuitous loop offers no continuity or directness for bicycle users.

The Heartland Trail connects Water Street with Brilowski Road and includes the recently
completed Patch Street Shared-use path and bike lanes, the recently widened Joerns
Drive and the -39 Underpass. The Heartland Trail offers directness and a safe and
convenient arterial under Interstate 32 to additional trails other bicycling facilities east of
Stevens Point. The Heartland Trail will become an exiremely popular east-west collector
for bicycling in Stevens Point.

The Trail intersects with Minnesota Avenue which will connect with the future bicycle
lanes on Post Road. It intersects with the Hoover Trail which will take you to Lake
Pacawa in the Village of Plover and intersects with the Brilowski Trail that connects with
Crossroad Commons and points south and connects with Old Highway 18 that will take
you out to Highway J and beyond.

WISCONSIN

The Common Council of the City of Stevens Point do ordain as follows:

SECTION I:  That Subsections 66, 67, 68, 69 & 70 of Section 9.05 (d) of the Revised
Municipal Code, Two Hour Parking, be amended (renumbered) to read as

follows.

9.05(d) 66. On the north side of Johns Drive from Second Street North to a point
250 feet west of First Street, Monday through Friday from 8:00 AM to 5:00
PM

9.05(d) 67. On the south side of Johns Drive from Second Street North to a point

250 feet west, Monday through Friday, 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM

9.05(d) 68. On the west side of East Avenue from Lincoln Avenue to a point 60
feet north of Jefferson Street

9.05(d) 69. On the east side of East Avenue from Lincoln Avenue to a point 50
feet north of Jefferson Street

9.05(d) 70. On the north side of Jefferson Street from a point 50 feet west of East

Avenue to a point 50 feet east of Wyatt Avenue

SECTION II:  That Subsections 296, 297, 298 & 299 of Section 9.05 (g) of the Revised
Municipal Code, No Parking, be amended (renumbered) to read as

follows:

9.05(Q) 296. On the west side of West Whitney from West Cornell to West Clark
Street

9.05(g) 297. On the east side of Wilshire Blvd from Prais Street to a point 700 feet
south

9.05(Q) 298. On the west side of Wilshire Blvd from Prais Street to a point 700 feet
south

9.05(Q) 299. On the south side of Fourth Avenue from Frederick Street west to the

west end of Fourth Avenue
SECTION lll:  That subsection 755 of Section 9.06(a) of the Revised Municipal Code,
Stop Signs, be repealed.

9.06(a) 755. Temporary Stop sign on Jefferson Street at East Avenue.





SECTION IV: That subsection 18 of Section 9.05(0) of the Revised Municipal Code, No
Parking, Stopping or Standing, During School Hours, 8:00 AM to 4:00 PM, School Bus
Loading Only, is hereby created to read as follows:

9.05(0) 18. On the west side of Blaine Street from a point 225 feet south of Rice
Street to a point 517 feet south of Rice Street.

SECTION V: That Subsection 10 of Section 9.05(u) of the Revised Municipal Code,

Parking Reserved for Handicapped Persons, is hereby amended to read as follows:

9.05(u) 10. On the west side of Blaine Street from a point 517 feet south of Rice

Street to a point 550 feet south of Rice Street.

SECTION VI: That these actions shall take effect upon passage, publication and
erection and/or removal of signs.

Other activities include taking delivery of a 24" bucket for our wheeled
excavator. Costs for this were split with the Water dept. A 14’ snow
pusher was ordered from Swiderski Implement Co. this will be mounted
on our 544J front end loader and utilized in our parking lots to make up for
the loss of a position that shared this responsibility. All of our sand/salt
spreaders have been mounted and prepped for the upcoming snow
season. The plows and wings have all been prepared for the same. A
major overhaul of the twenty foot airport broom has been completed,
shoring up many minor concerns with it. A review of our preventive
maintenance program is ongoing. The hoist for the parks mechanic has
finally been installed and is working well. Scheduling conflicts have
prolonged this project for several months. A presentation was given by
Jack Fieweger with Force America regarding AVL needs and the
availability and compatibility of this service with our current sand/salt
spreading equipment.
