RESOLVED by the Common Council of the City of Stevens Point, Portage County,
Wisconsin, that based upon the application and after reviewing the Plan Commission record and
hearing the testimony of interested parties, the Common Council determines that all conditions
required have been met, the property located at 817 Clark St., described as That Prt of Lots 1, 2
& 7 - Blk 10 - Strongs Ellis & Others Add. Lyg NEly of Hwy ROW S32 T24 R8, City of
Stevens Point, Wisconsin, is hereby granted a Conditional Use for the Purpose of Operating a
Tavern with the following restrictions:

The licensed premise shall not be operated more than 3 days per week.
The licensee shall maintain order and peace in the licensed premises.

Any licensed premise established, operated, or maintained in violation of any of the
provisions or requirements of this conditional use permit shall be grounds for suspension
or revocation of this conditional use permit and/or declared to be unlawful and a public
nuisance, the City may, in addition to or in lieu of, any other remedies set forth in the
Stevens Point Municipal Code chapter twelve & 12.14 ordinance or the City’s Revised
Municipal Code, commence an action to enjoin, remove, or abate such nuisance in the
manner provided by law and shall take such other steps and apply to such court or courts
as may have jurisdiction to grant such relief as will abate or remove such public
nuisances, and restrain and enjoin any person(s) from establishing, operating, or
maintaining said conditional use contrary to the provisions of this conditional use permit.

The business must be operated in a manner that music heard from outside the building
does not unreasonably disturb the peace and enjoyment of the surrounding properties.

The licensee shall require that all exterior doors be kept closed so that noise does not
unreasonably disturb the peace and enjoyment of the surrounding properties.

The licensee shall require that all exterior equipment and containers, including refuse
containers, be screened from view with an appropriate enclosure(s).

The licensee shall require that the area surrounding the premises be kept clean and
orderly. All cups, bottles, cans, garbage, rubbish, cigarettes, etc. shall be properly
disposed of at the end of each day, and not left on the property or public right-of-way.
The licensee shall require that the green area to the west of the building be well
maintained and have a professional appearance. The grass shall be mowed and kept at an
acceptable height, and all cups, bottles, cans, garbage, rubbish, cigarettes, etc. shall be
properly disposed of at the end of each day.

The conditional use shall expire September 20, 2012. Prior thereto, the Common Council
shall review the standards for a conditional use permit as they related to said property.

The owner and licensee understand and agree that the conditions set forth above and
incorporated by reference are conditions of review that the Plan Commission may use in
license and/or conditional use approval, renewal, and suspension/revocation proceedings.

Approval of the aforementioned resolution constitutes a Conditional Use Permit approval
under the City’s ordinances.

Skate Park Rules and Regulations

The City of Stevens Point has established the following rules for your safety and the enjoyment of
all users of this facility under the direction of the Stevens Point Parks and Recreation Department:

The Skate Park is open from dawn to dusk. Skating after hours will result in a trespassing
citation. Loitering adjacent to the facility after it is closed is prohibited.

The Skate Park is a SKATE AT YOUR OWN RISK FACILITY, designed for skateboarding, in-line
skating and BMX bikes (without pegs) only.

The City will not be responsible for any injury to persons or loss of property. Users of the
skate park, by participation, acknowledge and fully accept these risks.

Skateboarding and in-line skating can be high-risk activity. Wearing a helmet, knee
pads, elbow pads and wrist guards is strongly recommended and should be used at all
times. Know your ability level and skate accordingly.

The Skate Park has been designed for all skill levels. Please take turns on the ramps and
minimize time spent on the platforms. Be courteous to other people using the facility and
all other Bukolt Park patrons.

Alterations or modifications to any obstacle in the Skate Park or personally owned ramps,
boxes or other similar devices brought to the park is prohibited.

Obscene language, disruptive behavior, alcohol, tobacco products and pets are
prohibited at all fimes.

Food, drinks, glass containers, and gum are prohibited on the skating surfaces. All trash
must be placed in appropriate trash receptacles.

Spectators are not permitted on the concrete surface of the Skate Park.
One skater per skateboard.
Amplified music from portable radios, CD players, car stereos, or any other electronic

device is allowed by Use Permit Only. Personal music devices such as an iPod or MP3
player is permitted provided headphones are used.

No motorized vehicles, scooters or other wheeled devices are allowed within the Skate
Park.

Inspect the surfaces before you ride them. Remove all frash, debris and objects that
may prevent a smooth, safe ride.

Shoes and shirts must be worn at all times by skaters while in the Park.

City reserves the right to prohibit the use of such facility for any person who violates these
rules and regulations.

The City of Stevens Point has the discretion to close the skate park facility due fo inclement
weather, wet surfaces or other unsafe conditions at any time. Report any damage to the Skate
Park surfaces to the Stevens Point Parks Department (715) 346-1531.
